RE: Cornerstone Drill Site

On August 4th you will be asked to permit a Gas Drilling Site SUP08-31. I want to remind Council that on March 24th Councilman Shepard asked that a reminder about “time limit” be added to the minutes and addressed at the permit stage. (See webcast March 24th 4:03)
With all the posturing in the past months between neighborhoods and gas drillers, the never ending news reports about water usage, property value, sink holes, earthquakes and other unknowns  I would ask council to exercise common courtesy when allowing the drilling to move forward and that you give priority to the quality of life issues such as traffic, noise and time line.

Some comments from Council such as…lesson learned..”don’t trust the landmen” I believe suggest we are approaching uncharted territory and ask that you proceed with caution and favor the citizenry of Arlington and the current quality of life we enjoy.

I have commented in writing and spoken at council meetings in the past months and just want to reiterate the position of some citizens affected by the proposed gas drilling. 

We also respectively ask that the Cornerstone site have the same time line as the Martin drill site and that the mitigating for the loss of trees on the subject property be considered.
