My comments tonight are simple because I simply have not changed my concerns about the drilling guidelines on the Cornerstone site. I will quickly recap my thoughts.

1. Traffic…seems like it may be resolved if  executed as described. New route

2. Timeline…NOTE: I saw part of the afternoon session and heard a portion of the discussion concerning timeline…we are confident that the timeline applied to the Cornerstone site will have the same consideration as the North Arlington site. 4-5 years. This has always been one of our talking points.
3. Property Value…..it has become apparent that Cornerstone would have to offer a greenbelt and the lack of any communication has us disappointed in everyone’s effort to work as neighbors. Cornerstone will probably take ownership of the fence line at some future point and as a good will gesture could have at least have had a dialog with us. We would like to ask that Chesapeake landscape the east wall after it is constructed to provide an additional visual buffer. We also trust that the Council will require the very best equipment to protect our quality of life as much as possible.
4. Safety…this is entirely up to you …the Council.. to access the safety issues in relationship to the size, location and future land use of the drill site.

5. Trees …I don’t see the reasoning that the trees don’t have to be replaced. A tree is a tree ,,, all trees offer visual and environmental benefits.
